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Instructions 

The Student’s View Key enables the teacher to interpret the observations 
gathered from the student. It helps the teacher to understand the student’s 
view of his or her learning. 
 
1.  Transfer the student’s response for each item from the Student’s View  
     to the Student’s View Key by circling the appropriate frequency rating. 
 
2. On each page, look at the group of items for each neurodevelopmental 

function (for Attention, Memory, Language, Neuromotor Function, and 
Social Cognition) or construct (for Temporal-Sequential Ordering, Spatial 
Ordering, and Higher Order Cognition). 
• If most of the circled ratings lie to the left of the bold line, this 

suggests a possible weakness in that function or construct.  
• If most of the circled ratings lie to the right of the bold line, this 

suggests a possible strength in that function or construct.  
• If the circled ratings for a function or construct show no clear pattern, 

this could mean the function or construct is neither weak nor strong. 
However, it could also mean the function or construct is weak or 
strong only under certain circumstances. 

 
3. Record your decisions about the possible strengths or weaknesses of each 

function and construct in the Student’s View column on the Views 
Consolidation Form, which can be found in the Consolidation and 
Summary Forms booklet.
